Zoning/Code Enforcement Report:
	- Got a property call from resident in unit 2 of some concerns she had but that unit never had a final inspection. Records show that he did state what unit 2 needed done. Units 1, 3 and 4 were the only units inspected and finalized. He rented out the unit without a final inspection and when he went in after the complaint and he found that nothing had been fixed and updated. Listed off a few things that are not up to code. That unit to be posted uninhabitable, and in the basement was raw sewage water with a broken pump. The units above also were posted uninhabitable. The only unit still uninhabitable is unit 2. Yesterday morning the electrical panel was ripped out because they could not find the cover of the original box.
